To build a strengths-based representation of autism for a primary school curriculum using your specific lesson materials, you can pivot the existing focus on "general" social-emotional learning toward the unique cognitive advantages of neurodivergent (ND) students.
By integrating the "monotropism" concepts we discussed—such as the revolving orbit and deep-dive expertise—into these activities, you can teach all students to value different ways of thinking.
1. Leadership Inspired Coat of Arms
You can adapt the Coat of Arms activity to celebrate neurodivergent leadership styles.

· Box #1 (Personal Symbols): Instead of "hardworking" or "caring," encourage symbols representing Hyper-Focus or Hyper-Systemizing.

· Box #2 (Temperament Animal): Use an animal known for its specialized niche or precision, representing the "specialist" nature of the autistic profile.

· Box #6 (Personal Motto): Frame a motto around "Inner Logic" or "Authentic Truth," highlighting the strength of direct communication.

2. Science Occupations Crossword Puzzle
This lesson is an ideal place to represent the autistic mind as a Natural Researcher.

· Scientific Inquiry: Frame the "monotropic" interest as a high-level research skill that is essential for the careers in science and technology explored in the crossword.

· Collaboration Reflection: Use the group collaboration questions to teach students how a "specialist" mind provides critical, detailed contributions that generalists might miss.

3. "Oh the Places You'll Go" and Risk-Taking
In the Analyzing the Story activity, you can represent the autistic journey as a unique path.

· "The Waiting Place": Reframe this not as being stuck, but as the Monotropic Flow State—a period of intense internal processing and idea revolution.

· Streets Not Marked: Use the question about entering "unmarked streets" to celebrate the ND strength of Innovation—the willingness to explore systems that don't follow traditional social norms.

4. Financial Literacy and Budgeting
The Budgeting activity can highlight the strength of Systemizing and Detail Orientation.

· Objective Analysis: Represent the "monotropic" ability to focus on complex details as a major asset in financial planning and logic-based tasks.

· Overcoming Obstacles: Frame sensory awareness as a strength in "Financial Literacy"—being hyper-aware of environmental details that could impact a workplace budget or efficiency.

5. Digital Citizenship and the "Digital Footprint"
Autistic students often find their strongest "orbits" online. This lesson can teach them how to leverage that.

· Online Etiquette: Reframe "social guidelines" as logical systems. For an ND student, the digital world is a space where Direct Communication is often rewarded.

· Positive Footprint: Encourage students to use their digital footprint to showcase their Deep-Dive Expertise, turning their specialized interests into a professional-grade portfolio.
