1. Language Strand A: Literacy Connections (The "Interface Audit")

· ND Reframing: Identifying the "Systemic Requirements" of different environments.
· Integrated Activity:
· The Environment Audit: Students identify the "Interface Rules" of different locations (e.g., The Library vs. The Playground). They use the Neurodivergent Interaction Scale (NIS) to label these as "High-Gain" (loud/social) or "Low-Latency" (quiet/processing-focused) zones.
· Access Intimacy Map: Students create a visual "Bridge" showing what language tools they need to cross from a "Social Storm" into their "Sovereign Sanctuary."
2. Language Strand B: Foundations of Language (The "Logic Patterns")
· Ontario Goal: Phonics, word study, and morphological awareness (prefixes/suffixes).
· ND Reframing: Understanding "Recursive Expansion" and "Systemic Coding."
· Integrated Activity:
· Morphology Engineering: Treat prefixes (e.g., un-, re-) and suffixes (e.g., -ing, -ed) as "Software Patches." Adding "re-" to "build" is a "System Restart." Students use blocks to physically "engineer" these word structures, reinforcing Spatial Sense Engineering.
· Reverse Error Checking: When students encounter a typo or a misspelled word, they don't see a "mistake"; they perform a "Forensic Audit" to find the "Logic Error" (e.g., "I forgot the silent-e signal gate").
3. Language Strand C: Comprehension (The "Pattern Architecture")
· Ontario Goal: Making inferences and identifying the main idea.
· ND Reframing: Distinguishing "Signal" from "Noise" in a narrative.
· Integrated Activity:
· The Blueprint of a Story: Using Structural Proxies, students draw the "Architectural Plan" of a story. They identify the "Support Beams" (Characters/Setting) and the "Tension Cable" (The Problem).
· Predictive Modeling: Based on the "Logic Gates" of a character's personality, students predict the character's next move. If a character is "monotropic" (focused on one thing), what is the most logical next data point in their story?
4. Language Strand D: Composition (The "Procedural Protocol")
· Ontario Goal: Writing for different audiences and using the writing process.
· ND Reframing: Creating "Policy Exoskeletons" and "User Manuals."
· Integrated Activity:
· The Hardware Manual: Instead of a generic recount, students write a "System Guide" for a tool or machine they love. They must include "Safety Protocols" and "Efficiency Audits" (e.g., "How to use my tablet without a Somatic Breach").
· Logic-Based Diplomacy: Students write a letter to their "System Admin" (the teacher) proposing a "Handshake Protocol" for group work. They might suggest: "I provide the data, and my partner provides the verbal signal."
Universal Grade 2 Integration Tools
· The Latency Buffer: A designated "30-second pause" after any teacher instruction before anyone is allowed to speak, protecting the Zero-Latency Processing needs of the class.
· Sovereign Vocabulary: Students keep a "System Glossary" where they translate "Teacher Speak" into "Sovereign Logic" (e.g., "Tidy up" = "Resetting the Physical Workspace").
· The Equilibrium Audit: At the end of each day, students perform a "Battery Check" to see if their "Inflow" (learning) and "Outflow" (energy) were in Dynamic Equilibrium.
