In Grade 5 Spatial Sense, the curriculum moves from the "Binary Truth" of rectangles (Grade 4) into the more complex world of Triangular Geometry and Unit Conversion. For an autistic student, this is an opportunity to transition from a "Symmetry Guardian" to a "Systemic Calibrator."
Using your research on Sovereign Dyads, Procedural Mindfulness, and the Metric System as a Standardized Sanctuary, here is the reframed approach:
1. The Properties of Triangles: "The Geometry of Resonance"
Students classify triangles by their side lengths (equilateral, isosceles, scalene) and their angles (right, acute, obtuse).
· The Strength: Precise Categorization. While others may see just "a triangle," the autistic student uses High-Fidelity Sensing to identify the exact internal properties. A triangle is a "Logical Circuit" that must always sum to 180 degrees.

2. Measuring Length, Area, Mass, and Capacity: "The Somatic Standards Officer"
The curriculum expands to measuring "invisible" properties like mass and capacity using the metric system.
