These tables are utilized to quantify "Human Experience" metrics, shifting the focus from normative behavioral correction to diversity-aware paradigms. 4 By grounding technical design in established psychological constructs like the Godspeed Questionnaire (Table 31) and the NSIR (Table 79), researchers can evaluate how social robots gracefully support the autonomy and sensory needs of diverse users. 1
