In the context of the Ontario Grade 1 Math Curriculum and a strengths-based representation of autism, working with numbers up to 50 provides a perfect opportunity to teach Systemic Accuracy and Bottom-Up Logic.
For an autistic Grade 1 student, numbers are often more than just counts—they are parts of a beautifully organized system. Here is how you can represent their "reverse-checking" strategy as an "allowed" teaching strength within the Number strand:
1. The Label: "The Number Architect"
Instead of saying a student is "rechecking" or "slow," we label the skill as being a Number Architect. An architect doesn't just build a tower; they check the foundation to make sure it won't fall.
· The Strength: Working in reverse (e.g., counting back from 50 to 1) is a high-level mastery of Number Patterns.
· The Representation: In your "Spinning Galaxy" curriculum, the numbers are the stars. Working backward is how the student "maps the constellations" to ensure no star is out of place.
2. Fractions and "Fair Sharing"
The Grade 1 curriculum introduces fractions as "sharing things equally."
· The Strength: Autistic students often have a very high Sense of Justice and Precision.
· Reverse Strategy: When sharing a group of items into two halves, an autistic student might count the total again after sharing to verify the math.
· Teaching Tip: Label this "Verification Logic." It is the same skill used by scientists to double-check their results. It shows the student values Truth and Fairness.
3. Connection to Handout 8: Multiple Intelligences
In your Multiple Intelligences lesson, you can use this math strategy to identify "Logic Smarts."
· The "Logic Smart" Student: "I am smart with numbers because I am a Reverse-Checker. I use my eyes to see patterns and my brain to work backward to make sure my answers are 100% right."
4. SEL Integration: Confidence in Accuracy
The Ontario curriculum wants students to build "confidence" in math.
· Strengths-Based View: For many ND students, confidence comes from Certainty.
· Representation: Working in reverse is a Self-Regulation Tool. By checking their work, the student is managing their own "stress orbit" (referencing your Handout 7 - What is Stress) by ensuring their environment is logical and correct.

My Math Power: The Backwards Tracker
· What I do: When I reach 50, I look back at 1 to make sure the path is clear.
· Why it’s great: I am a "Systemic Thinker." I make sure every number has a home and every share is fair!
