It introduces the "Sovereign Vault"—a localized Edge AI infrastructure designed to protect student data sovereignty and ensure compliance with MFIPPA and PHIPA. The paper argues that for neurodivergent students, "privacy" is not merely a legal requirement but a prerequisite for "Social Sanctuary." By utilizing the NSIR scale to quantify social comfort and safety, the research demonstrates how a secure human-AI partnership allows students to bypass "Status Scarring" and achieve the "Dunkable State" necessary for public school participation.
