To fulfill Doug’s "A to Z" requirement, Lesson 1 cannot be about "following rules." It must be the Systemic Onboarding of the student into their own power. We are moving from "Student as Subject" to "Student as System Architect."

Lesson 1: The Sovereign System Audit

· Prompt: "Who in this building feels like a 'Blood Vessel' (high pressure/ranking)? Who feels like a 'Robot' (consistent/neutral/no judgment)?"
· The Logic: This helps the student identify their Safety Ports—the places and people where they don't have to "Mask."
4. The "Z" (The Impact): The "No-Repeat" Clause
We establish the first Logical Rule of the portfolio.
· The Policy: "In this Vault, once you say it/record it, it is Verified Ground Truth. You will never be asked to 'do it over' or 'find a better word' if the first word was the Truth."
