Application
About the award
The JCURA program is designed to provide undergraduate students with direct research experience. Award recipients undertake research under the mentorship of a faculty supervisor. Each successful student receives $1,500 credited directly to their UVic fee account.
Application instructions
Students must submit their application through the Department/School of their supervisor. This may differ from the students’ own Department/School. Follow these steps to apply:
1. Student fills out Part 1 of the application form and emails it to their potential supervisor 
2. Supervisor fills out Part 2 and emails it to the Chair/Director of their Department/School
3. Chair/Director collects, adjudicates and assesses award eligibility (including a review of academic standing) for each applicant. Note the sessional GPA requirement has changed to 6.0.
4. The Chair/Director completes Part 3 of the form for all students being nominated for JCURA (based on the number of seats available to the Department/School). Email the completed form(s) to the Division of Learning and Teaching Innovation (LTI) by July 31, 2025. Please do not send more nominations than the number for which your unit is eligible
5. LTI will notify successful students, their supervisors and unit heads by August 31, 2025. The Department/School is responsible for notifying students not selected for the JCURA program

Award eligibility
Students must satisfy all three of these criteria to apply:
1. Be a full-time 3rd or 4th year undergraduate student (normally registered in 12 or more units of study in the winter session of the academic year in which the award is given)
2. Be in good academic standing (minimum sessional GPA requirement of 6.0)
3. Satisfy the general regulations of Student Awards and Financial Aid 
Policies
1. A student may receive only one JCURA award during their studies at UVic
2. A student may be nominated by only one Department/School
3. An interdisciplinary student must apply through their supervisor’s home Department/School
4. Students are required to attend the in-person JCURA Research Fair on March 18, 2026

General guidelines and expectations for the award
Supervision
The faculty supervisor will provide ongoing supervision of the student’s research experience over the Fall and Spring terms.
Completion requirements
It is possible that the award could be revoked if a student does not complete the JCURA commitments. Supervisors must contact their department if their student is unable to complete the requirements. The department should contact the LTI Executive Director to discuss the situation.
No hours required
This is an award, not a research assistantship, so it does NOT represent hours worked for pay. Students receive the award monies as they would any other scholarship from Student Awards and Financial Aid. Thus, the supervisor cannot require the student to work a specific number of hours. Please note that the number of hours also includes attendance of workshops and other knowledge mobilization.
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
